Money comes from the Virginia Agricultural Best Management Practices Cost-
Share Program, which is carried out by conservation districts and administered
by the Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation.

How it works:

Developing and implementing a nutrient management plan improves water
quality by decreasing the amount of nutrients from fertilizer or manure that
enter local streams. Excessive levels of nitrogen deplete oxygen in surface water,
impairing aquatic life.

Nutrient management practices can be implemented on any crop or pasture
lands, including anywhere corn and small grains are grown. They help producers
reduce unnecessary nutrient applications by basing them on realistic yield
expectations and matching nutrient sources to crop requirements.
